A  recipient  of  the  NAACP  Image  Awards  for  Outstanding
Supporting Actor in a Comedy, Wilson’s career spans over 20
years including three series in network television. He first
became a household staple as Eddie Charles in HBO’s “Dream On”
and  then  the  Reverend  Franklin  Goode  on  UPN’s  “Goode
Behavior.”  Wilson  also  enjoyed  recurring  roles  on  “Sister
Sister,” “Friends,” and “The Steve Harvey Show.” His role as
Professor Oglevee on “The Parkers” however, solidified him as
a mainstay in America’s television history.

The Mo’Nique Show was celebratory love fest as the two co-
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stars continue to share a life-long friendship and welcomed
each  other  with  open  arms.  “‘Unringing  the  Bell’  is  an
unveiling  for  me,”  expressed  Wilson.  “Mo’Nique  knows  my
journey and I am forever grateful to her for inviting me to
share it with her audience.”
